	Action Sheet from Previous Meeting
Reduce the speed of traffic coming round an S bend - Goscote Drive and Guthlaxton Avenue.
	Action/progress since the last meeting to be noted.

Further to Clive Howe’s comments at the last meeting members were keen to know the situation and response by the Traffic Management Team.

The suggestion of extending the yellow lines was made and, if this proposal was to be implemented, a submission would need to be made before the next meeting on 4 December 2007.

	Consultation with local people will be forthcoming in the next two months.


	Could we consider putting mirrors at the entrance to the refuse site at Moorbarns Lane?
	Difficulties are experienced when trying to get in to and out of the site.
	Clive Howe
	A mirror cannot be placed on a public highway, and concave mirrors can distort perceptions. An individual can place a mirror on their property, but it must not overhang a public highway.

	Will recycling contract include tetrapaks and polythene LDPE?
	The existing contract was explained and an acknowledgement made that the general public were keen to recycle plastic.
	HDC to note
	Tetrapak collections are currently undertaken and funded by them. We hope to extend collection, over time, via that revenue-neutral means. The Tetrapak Company have asked to use sites in the district, and the council has provided space at five Bring Sites. The contracts for recycling will be out to tender, and HDC will encourage tendering companies to incorporate plastics collection in their tenders.

One caveat – on a door-to-door basis – relates to the wide rural area that collections would cover, and the resultant carbon footprint that this would generate. This comes due to the large volume/ weight ratio and the cost of fuel.

In respect of this; the Brink Bank recycling sites have proven to be highly successful, and a further 20 have been added across the district. Centralised Bring Sites reduces the generated carbon footprint in collecting plastics, and is pertinent to a large, rural district like Harborough.

	A discussion on CCTV in Lutterworth took place and an update on the CCTV cameras was requested at the next meeting.

	Some CCTV cameras were removed in early January, and are being replaced at the moment. The camera at the Hind Hotel has been moved slightly. The new cameras work on a higher voltage, which has led to a delay. The new cameras will use a broadband connection to the CCTV monitoring centre.

The camera at Morrisons will be put up in the next few weeks. There will also be a new radio camera, linked to the Police and HDC, going up at Coventry Road recreation ground soon.

	Inspector Barber and PC Smalley were in attendance to give an update on local policing issues, and answer questions.
	
	

	What is being done to combat anti social behaviour and vandalism in the Coventry Road area and recreation ground car park?
	Anti social behaviour (ASB) is one of the biggest challenges for police, and there is no easy solution. Work is underway to address ASB across the district. Lutterworth is well represented through the fortnightly Joint Action Group. There have also been plain clothes operations, and work is ongoing with the community and partner agencies to coordinate responses. The aim is for long-term answers. The work of the Community Safety Partnership is important. Lutterworth has also been identified as an area to benefit from the Leicestershire County Council approved County Impact Scheme to employ 21 youth workers across the county.

	Police Station opening hours
	The current opening hours are 10 till 2 Monday to Friday.  It was suggested that consideration be given to opening for a couple of hours on a Saturday once or twice per month.

	The town state office is open for a couple of hours on a Saturday, with a Police Officer in attendance.

	How many Police Officers are in Lutterworth at any one time?
	There is no one answer – and numbers depends on events, issues etc across the wider district.

	What were the three most common matters raised in the recent survey regarding Policing issues?
	The proposed neighbourhood profile priorities (for the next six months) are:
i) ASB and youths drinking.

ii) Friday and Saturday evening ASB and crime.

iii) Lack of Police presence.

iv) Set up more consultation.

	Some towns in the UK have banned alcohol consumption in public. I have been told this can’t be done in Lutterworth – why not?
	Alcohol Free Zones are designated by local authorities, but the issue lies more with policing any such restriction. Licensed premises are policed, and they should not allow people to drink in front of their premises. The licensing enforcement team also have a role to play here.

	Cllr Mrs Robinson reported that some residents had complained about poor telephone treatment from operators.
	The Police call centre is centralised (at Force Headquarters, Enderby), so operators may have limited local knowledge.

	There is a good activity infrastructure for children in Lutterworth, so ASB-related incidents should be few in number.
	Lutterworth experiences something of an influx from other areas, which adds to the problems of a Friday and Saturday night. If guilty parties are aged under 16, we look to involve parents. Also, if guilty parties are aged 12 or over, they can be issued with a 48 hour banning notice.

	What resulted from the Community ‘Speedwatch’ finds and letters?
	The follow-up letters issued to speeding drivers are advisory only, and nothing directly follows. However, referrals can be made to the Road Safety Unit, either to enforce specific areas, or carry out more measures/ assessments.

	Lutterworth Improvement Partnership (LiP)
	Philip Bailey was in attendance to give a verbal update on the work of the Partnership, and answer questions. LiP is a localised arm of HDC, and some of its work is funded through HDC and LCC. Philip Bailey’s post is funded through HDC, LCC and the Welland Group.
	
	A brief summary was given of the Lutterworth Master plan for the next 10-15 years.

	Is there a date for the Station Road car park yet?
	HDC is responsible for the car park, and are getting close to the tender stage for the technical work on it. The money has been set aside, and being used to get match-funding for consultant work.

	Is the parade of new shops a part of the improvement plan?
	No. this has come through the private sector. Private sector investment is encouraged by LiP.
