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Rural East ‘Have Your Say’ Meeting
Background to 101:

101 is a confidential 24-hour phone number provided by Leicestershire Constabulary and Harborough District Council designed for the reporting of anti-social behaviour. Each call cost 10p from a landline or mobile irrelevant on how long the phone call lasts and callers have the option of remaining anonymous if they wish. 

There are eight categories relating to ASB: 

· Abandoned / Nuisance Vehicles 

· Broken Street Lighting

· Drug Related ASB

· Dumping & Fly Tipping 

· Drunk & Rowdy Groups 

· Noisy Neighbours & Loud Parties 

· Threatening & Abusive Behaviour

· Vandalism & Graffiti 

The Harborough District joined 101 on 25th April 2007. Since then there have been a grand total of 1279 calls to 101.

In total, calls on SM16 Beat account for 36% of all 101 calls across the Harborough District. 

Identified Problem Areas: 

· Fleckney – ASB involving vehicles 

Over the past few months the main issue in the village has surrounded two nuisance vehicles driving around the High Street and Leicester Road recreation ground car park. Callers report that the vehicles often drive around at speed, screeching brakes and causing a general noise disturbance. The main offending vehicle has been identified and has been dealt with by Police. Since then, anti-social behaviour of this nature has taken a significant decline. 

In total, there has been 89 calls to 101 reporting ASB in the area. . 

· Kibworth Beauchamp – Trouble with youths 
This village was identified as a hotspot area in July with the following reports:

1. Youths throwing items onto the railway line – Local youths spoken to by Police, no further reports. 

2. Offensive graffiti found on footpath over railway bridge – Identified by 101 Investigator, HDC tasked to remove. 

3. Concerns regarding overgrown trees on railway footbridge blocking out street lights - Raised at JAG meeting, HDC tasked to cut back. 

4. Underage drinking on the recreation ground adj. railway line – ongoing investigations to trace suppliers of alcohol. 101 Investigator visited all premises supplying alcohol in the village and highlighted as to the problem. All personnel at these premises are now well aware of repercussions if they sell alcohol to underage persons. 

In total, there has been 55 calls to 101 reporting ASB in the area.

· Thurnby – General ASB 
The main concerns about ASB in this area surrounds youths loitering in the street and being abusive and intimidating to members of the public. The play area on Grange Lane has recently suffered from ASB in the form of vandalism and graffiti on the play equipment and littering in the area. 

 A multi agency action week took place in Thurnby from 15th – 20th October, coinciding with ‘Not in my neighbourhood week’. This initiative was developed through partnership between the Police and Harborough District Council. 

In total there has been 111 calls to 101 reporting ASB in the area.

· Scraptoft – Mini motos 
The main problem in this village has concerned the illegal use of mini motos on the public road, mainly Covert Lane and Pulford Drive. 101 Investigation revealed three offenders all of which have been dealt with by the Police. Incidents have now greatly declined. 

In total there has been 45 calls to 101 reporting ASB in the area.

· Billesdon 

Since the launch of 101 there has been 13 calls reporting problems in this village. Reports include a noisy party on Gaulby Road (3 calls); an alarm activation at Billesdon Parochial Primary School (2 calls) and youths on a motocross bike on Vicarage Close (3 calls). The remaining calls relate to a number of tyres being dumped on Knights Close, an abandoned vehicle and a neighbour dispute.
