	Local Police Matters


	PC Steve Winn, PC Mark McInulty and Sgt Gaynor Turner were present. 

The focus of beat officers is address ongoing issue of 1) youths on the Square and other locations, and underage drinking; and 2) public order and the excessive consumption of alcohol. The Police are working with HART on this issue and there will be an increased police and PCSO presence in the town. 

There is a Joint Action Group with members from both the police and HDC who meet fortnightly to discuss issues re licensing and underage drinking. 

Harborough town has two beat officers and two PCSOs. 

Parking violations in the Logan Street area is being monitored. Cars can be ticketed or moved. 

There is cross working between Leics and Northants police, although both Forces have their own boundaries.

	Update on Developing Community Services in Market Harborough – Rachel North, Director of Provider Development, Leicestershire & Rutland Primary Care Trust
	An update was given on the developing community services in Harborough – the stroke unit opened at St Luke’s on 3rd March; an echocardiogram will be available from April; and £340,000 is being invested into facilities for carrying out ‘oscopies’. A report was tabled at the meeting. 

There will be not be an update on the new build at St Luke’s until May, when a public consultation will be undertaken. 

Local buses will stop in St Luke’s grounds and not in the layby on the road.

	Clive Howe responded that traffic calming slows the traffic flow so the speed of vehicles should be sufficient to prevent accidents. The work was done in 1993/94. Clive will mention the concerns to the County Council.

	Residents’ over grown shrubs taking over the public footpath – what can be done?


	Clive Howe responded that he gets hundreds of letters on this issue and each one is responded to. The process is to send a Section 148/149 of the Highways Act out to the landowner, which usually results in the shrub being trimmed. LCC do have the authority to cut the shrub themselves and recover the costs, if needs be.

	This development forms part of the greater business development site known as Compass Point which extends from this new building northward as far as the Protheroes garage site.  The Council's Planning Committee report sets out how the proposals were considered and assessed including its impact on the character of the area.  With reference to the contents of the report and bearing in mind that the building in question will ultimately be viewed within the context of the surrounding consented business development it is unlikely the Council will be seeking to have the building painted green. 


	Is there likely to be any Section 106 funding to increase the number of allotments available? 


	Matthews Bills reported there are no plans to increase or decrease provision; however the Harborough & Bowden Charities also lease allotments and have shorter waiting lists than HDC.

	Leisure Centre Fields

	Matthew Bills reported the intention to lease the ground to Harborough Town Football Club will be advertised this week, which gives the community a chance to feedback their comments – this is in response to the petition presented to Full Council. The new lease will be for 28 years with no chance for the land to become freehold. Although the fenced area is still subject to leasing, the fences were put up to make the area safer for the junior football teams. There will be a full time member of staff based at the Club from September 2008. 

Martin Welford reported there had been signs put up and path stencils painted warning owners to clear up after their dogs. Enforcement officers need to witness the fouling being left before they can issue a penalty notice. 

The inclusion of a dog run could be considered as part of the consultation, so residents were encouraged to put their views forward. 

Retrospective planning permission has been submitted for the advertising hoardings.

	Commons Car Park 


	The closing date for tenders from contractors is 12 noon on Wednesday 5 March. 

The main reason for not choosing the herringbone design is the loss of 80 spaces. The proposed design will still lose 40 spaces due to required width of the spaces (2.5metres). The new design will have clear pedestrian and cycle routes marked, and there is hope more trees can be added. 

There will be a height restriction on entry to stop lorries coming into the car park; disability transport has agreement to drop off and collect from the Square. Consultation on this has been undertaken with Social Services transport and Community transport groups will be involved in further discussions.

	Completion of car park scheme (HDC) 

Car park to be started by Newline Construction on 19 May 2008.  The car park will have reduced capacity for the term of the project which is expected to be 12 weeks.  

The project will start at the west end of the site (Co-op end) and the car park will be closed up to the entrance road.

When this is complete, the area will be re-opened and the Tesco end started.

Pedestrian access will be maintained at all times.

Parking attendants will be on hand at the beginning of the contract to direct traffic.  Advance warning signs will be placed in the Highway to warn traffic and leaflets will be distributed to shoppers.  

All businesses adjacent to the car park and in surrounding streets have been appraised of the situation, and have been provided with plans of the town showing alternative parking areas (M Bills 20.5.08)
