Market Hall Update by Kamal Mehta - comments had been made in the Harborough Mail that appeared to be the opposite of comments made at the previous meeting. Concern was expressed that Officers make statements that is the responsibility of the politicians. Correspondence had been sent to HDC and, as yet, a response from the Officer had not been received. 

Responsibility for ditches along Farndon Road and the fact that they did not appear to be regularly cleaned out. 

It was the responsibility of the adjacent landowner to ensure that the ditches were kept clear of debris; however, lack of manpower (by the landowner) often meant that the problem was allowed to escalate.

To Police – why is nothing done to those drivers who regularly park on the footpath so pedestrians cannot pass without having to go into the roadway first. I have written to Enderby but not yet received a reply.

Can anything be done to make drivers more aware of the purpose of the yellow diamonds painted on the road, especially near Welland Road and Nithsdale Avenue? I had to complain to a female driver who had completely blocked the road - she said she had not noticed them - she was busy on her mobile phone.

	Reported that a planning application was included for discussion at the meeting on Tuesday, 2nd September.  A new developer has now taken over the site.

Reported that LCC had been consulted on all aspects and confirmed that Community vehicles would be able to drop off and pick up.  The barriers damaged since the opening of the Car Park have been repaired.  It was advised  that Taxi’s can pickup and drop off in the Car Park, but there is no Taxi Rank as no-one is allowed to trade in a Council Car Park.

To chase up the remedial action needed to the Trolley Bar by Marks & Spencer. 

Meeting have been held with all traders, the future of the Market Hall building is being reviewed as part of the Asset Management Portfolio.

Although the work had been undertaken it was requested that the matter be “kept on top of” as it was a constant problem and a danger regarding flooding. 

Peter Rowbotham to find out time cycle for clearing.

Ditch along Farndon Road is the responsibility of HDC where it is adjacent to open space.  Two Man Team have now been instructed to clear the ditch of debris and improve the flow.

(M Bills, Public Spaces Manager, HDC)

This problem has arisen again since the works by PowerGen.

Robin Totten had contacted Aldi/Lidl for an improvement to the current roundabout and this was ongoing.

It was recognised that when the roundabout was built the sponsorship of roundabout scheme was in its infancy - lessons have now been learned. Sponsorship requires 23 visits per year be made to the roundabout - Clive Howe to check when they take place and also on amount of sponsorship and where funding is used. 

The possibility of excavating the roundabout was discussed.

Harborough in Bloom are now providing planters for the Aldi roundabout.

It was noted that LCC are not actively pushing for roundabout sponsorship and are currently seeking retrospective Planning Permission where it is required.

This is being investigated as part of the Asset Management Portfolio.
The difficulties of plastic waste were discussed. A decision would be reached on a plastic waste collection by 3rd October, with a recommendation then going to Council. In the meantime, plastic items could be taken to the tip.

Plastics are not included in the initial tender, the possibility of this being added are being investigated and will be known by late December.

PC Winn offered to monitor the situation and Clive Howe to get signs checked.

The signage is correct, the road markings will be remarked.

There is no planned consultation.

Vehicles may pull up in the area outside of the wooden bollards for loading/unloading.

PC Winn to contact the author directly.  A common sense approach must be used.

A Traffic Offence Ticket can be issued to offenders.

i. With the Prime Ministers statement that funds will now be available for projects when can we expect a new roundabout at the junction of Rockingham Road and Great Bowden Road? (Phil Clark 463413)

ii. Can a guarantee be given that the Car Parking charges will not be increased? (Phil Knowles)

iii. Can anything be done to stop the dangerous parking at the Stuart Road end of Nithsdale Avenue. Cars are parked right up to a blind bend. (Tony Sutton)

iv. When is the footpath over the bridge on the road between the Saddington and Kibworth Road and the A6 due to be completed? (Tony Sutton)

v. Can the traffic light sequence over the same bridge be checked as there appears to be considerable time lapses on the current light sequence and many cars are jumping the lights as they can see clearly that no other vehicles are coming in the opposite direction. (Tony Sutton)

	Market Harborough Community Health Service Review


	The public consultation has now closed, approximately 250 written responses were received in relation to the Harborough proposals.  The majority of which backed the concept one having one site (St. Luke’s) and selling the Cottage Hospital site.  The full results are available on Loughborough University website.

The proposals will be discussed at Harborough District Council’s (HDC) Scrutiny Panels in December, dates to be advised on the HDC website.

Work is currently being carried out, investigating funding options, potential partners (i.e. Kettering Primary Care Trust (PCT), Local GP’s) as well as consulting with regard to the feasibility of additional services being delivered from the St Luke’s site (A&E, Minor Surgeries, Investigatory Procedures).  Updates on the process will be posted on Leicester PCT website and reported back to this meeting.
