Derk van der Wardt informed the meeting that LCC has consulted with HDC about abandoning the Western Relief route in favour of the  Eastern route. The western route can not be written off altogether as it is still included in the LDF.
LCC were aware of concerns and have investigated. During  

visits to the location the problem has not been evident to an extent that action was felt to be necessary. Equally the placing of a Traffic Regulation Order would not solve the problem but merely move it to another location. In liaison with Cllr. Page it has been agreed to monitor the situation.

	Question Time
	There were a number of questions with regard to the proposed Wind Farms in the District, including an e-mail from Keith Kilbane, submitted prior to the meeting.  Councillor Mrs. Ackerley brought the meeting’s attention to the Status Sheet of all the Wind Farm proposals which had been circulated at the start of the meeting.  As none of the proposals are in the area covered by this meeting it was agreed that all questions would be carried over to next week’s meeting and it will be ensured a member of the Development Control Team is in attendance.
A question was asked about the whereabouts of Recycling Bring Sites in the area, Russell Smith, Senior Waste Management Officer pointed out that there are now over 50 sites in the district and any new sites proposed by Parish Councils will be investigated.  Kerb side collections for plastics and food waste are being considered as part of the new waste collection contracts, which come into force on the 1st April 2009.
Since Bill Crane Way, Bitteswell Road and Brookfiled Way have been resurfaced using a course finish they have created excessive tyre noise.

	Local Police Matters
	Queries were raised over whether the 20mph School Zone is mandatory and if it is, who enforces it.  
It was also mentioned that the signage was confusing, with some signs saying ‘when lights flash’ and others ‘during school times’.
The question was raised as to who is responsible for enforcing the weight limits on Bill Crane Way, Bitteswell Road and Brookfield Way

Since the Speed Awareness Scheme, which was very successful, there has been no action to tackle the speeding issues on Bill Crane Way, Bitteswell Road and Brookfield Way.

There were some concerns over the amount of drivers around the area seen talking on mobile phones while travelling, the meeting was assured that all offenders are charged if caught by the Police.

	For the advisory school 20mph Zone, where the signs have the "when lights flash wording", they are accompanied by flashing lights on the zone entry.  The "at school times" wording is used where there are no flashing lights.  The "at school times" smaller repeater signs are in place to reinforce the message of the larger sign.  

 

These repeater signs have been installed at nearly 100 locations, and initial indications show drivers are reducing their speed in such locations and are not confused by the signs.

PS Mark Winters advised that it is up to the Police to enforce, but they can only do so with residents’ support, people must phone in when they see the weight limit being breached.

Bill Crane Way and Bitteswell Road have recently been assessed for the possible introduction of speed reducing measures; however, the recorded speeds on both these roads did not warrant action by the County Council.

 

As part of our investigations the accident data for these roads have also been checked. The number, pattern and severity or recorded personal injury accidents would not justify funding whilst other sites in the County continue to experience more serious and higher accident rates.

 

With regard to Brookfield Way this has been submitted for assessment of possible speed reducing measures, which will include on site speed measurements.

	Anti-Social Behaviour
	Alan Paul, Community Safety Manager outlined the work currently being done by the team in a number of areas around the district, especially focusing on young people.  He also stressed that the places tackled are selected due to the amount of incidents of Anti-Social Behaviour, so all occurrences must be reported.
There was some concern over the reopening of one of the Public Houses in Gilmorton and the number of incidents that used to occur around the premises.  The Police are aware of the situation.

Queries were raised over the functionality of the new CCTV cameras installed at Lutterworth.  Alan Paul advised that even though the images are not currently being fed to the manned CCTV hub at Market Harborough they are still being recorded.  Contractors are working on the problem.
