Bosworth Community Forum Highways update 26th March 2009
1 Highway Grass cutting. 

Urban grass started on 16th March with frequency of cutting increased to twelve cuts at roughly three week cycles. Details of grass cutting dates in each village can be viewed on the website www.leics.gov.uk/grasscutting 
Rural cutting also increased to 4 cuts and is as follows:

1st cut - single swathe all county roads, plus visibilities at all junctions.  Start 30/03/09

2nd cut - single swathe A&B roads, plus visibility cut all junctions, plus noxious weed sites as determined by LCC officers.

3rd cut - as first cut

4th cut - full cut.

6 weeks for first 3 cuts, 12 weeks for final cut.
2 Carlton to Market Bosworth footpath update

The project is progressing with close liaison between the two Parishes and LCC Highways.

On Friday 20th March there was a site meeting with members of LCC highways and the Carlton and Market Bosworth parish councils. The route was walked and the specifications of the design discussed. It was agreed that Carlton PC would consider accepting parts of the maintenance of the footpath – which would include edging back, weed control, minor levelling and patching. It was also agreed that to keep cost lower, the PC would try and find a suitable surfaced storage site for materials, which would include 500 tonnes of stone/road planings.

The path will be constructed either by LCC highways or qualified and accredited contractor. LCC highways will also revisit the design that has already been submitted, to see whether changes can be made and savings/improvements achieved. Carlton PC is contributing the funding for the project, and LCC Highways will provide full specifications for the project as its major contribution. At certain points the route of the footpath is still to be confirmed. It is the intention of Carlton PC and LCC Highways to have a full specification and costing ready for submission for grants to fund the project. An agreement was made that if necessary the path could be divided up into sections, to be completed in phases, possibly in different years, if the project could not be fully funded in one go.

3 Information for Parish Clerks

Details of improved contact arrangements between the parish councils and the County Council Highways is due to be distributed shortly. This will include Email alerts, reporting highway defects, raising wider concerns, roadworks information and details and role and dates of the Highway Forums.

4 Golf Course access Station Road Market Bosworth

The requirements for the access have now been agreed between the developer and LCC Highways Development control. The section 278 agreement has not yet been signed and no indication has been given by the developer of a proposed start date.
5 Twycross Zoo extension
In addition to the planning application reported at the meeting on the 8th October, a further application has been received specifically relating to the provision of a right turn lane on the A444 Burton Road. The developer will be required to enter into a Section 278 agreement with Leicestershire Highways.
