	There have been discussions to move larger coaches to the outskirts of town.  Police are monitoring the parking situation & vehicles entering “No Entry” access.
Reply form Warren Griffiths:

“We do enforce in the car parks when we work on Sundays or bank holidays as the problems caused by parking outside the bays are the same whatever day they occur, and the order covers all days and all times. We obviously don't enforce the pay and display aspect as there is no charge on these days.   The main problem in the market Hall area is outside the car park in the bus station where traders and buyers for the antique market park preventing buses and coaches using the bus station. We allow coaches to park in the bus station bringing visitors to the town and people parking cars in this area cause problems for the coaches in parking or moving in the only area in the town that they have to off load their passengers and park”
