This organisation was formed over 100 years ago, and is based in Nottingham Road, Barrow upon Soar.  The club meets daily during the months of March to October, and is run by 10-12 volunteers who look after the grounds, prepare the pitches, coach and manage the teams of young people, and organise social events at the clubhouse.

The club provides young people in the area with an opportunity to take part in cricket, and is an important social focus for parents, spectators and local people, who have use of the clubhouse and facilities during the summer months.

The organisation has applied for a grant to help fund a project to provide disabled wheelchair access to the clubhouse and patio area, and to provide disabled toilet facilities next to the existing toilet facilities.  The club hopes that in providing these facilities, a number of their disabled members, local people and disabled junior cricketers will be able to participate fully.  There are currently between 6 and 10 people who would directly benefit from these improvements, and the club hopes that it would also benefit more people in the future.

The original Officer assessment scored this scheme at 39.5, with the following comments:

Good scheme and well written application that deserves support.  Links well to local community objectives and identifies benefits. Need to check that these works fully address accessibility issues and provide sustainable design. Further information was requested. 
Strengths

The application scores highly on the assessment of need of the organisation, the benefits provided to the target group, the evidence of local support and voluntary effort and the quality of the funding proposals.

Weaknesses

The applications scores lowly on the quality of the plans and scheme details.

Scheme: Creation of accessible toilet at Quorn Baptist Church

Applicant: Quorn Baptist Church
Cost of Scheme: £5,900
Grant Amount: £2,900
Revised Score 33.1
The project would replace the existing men’s toilet with one that is accessible for people with disabilities.  Currently there is one person who would directly benefit from the project but it may also enable more disabled people to use the facility.
The application does not set out the community uses for the building other than for religious services.
A grant of £2,900, just less than half of the cost of the works, is being sought.

The original officer assessment scored this scheme at 33.1 with the following comments:

Incomplete application that does not give a full picture of the works. Scope for quite a lot of improvement and could probably score much higher if the gaps are filled in.
Strengths

The application scores highly on the assessment of need of the organisation, the benefits provided to the target group and the quality of the funding proposals.

Weaknesses

The applications scores lowly on the evidence of local support and voluntary effort and the environmental aspects of the sustainability of the project.
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
