Area Forum opposes fire station closure
At the Area Forum meeting on 26th January 2009 much disquiet was expressed about the possible closure of Shepshed Fire Station.
Concerns included the fact that the fire station had only recently been built, that the fire station at Loughborough would not attract any additional resources to offset the cost of covering work in the Shepshed area should the existing station close, and the likely development of new housing locally.
The proposed closure is part of an ongoing review of the Leicestershire Fire and Rescue Service.

The results of this will be published in June 2009 and further information will be made available on the website as details are released.

In the mean time the Area Forum wished to express its strong opposition to the proposed closure by issuing the following statement:
“This Forum is strongly opposed to the closure of Shepshed Fire Station”
