FEEDBACK ON VOTING HANDSETS EXERCISE

We did an exercise at last forum to ask you to pick from the agreed set of joint priorities for the public sector in Leicestershire, the priorities that you find are most important. The priorities we need to prioritise for investment, where we need to do more.

We brought the same questions to most of the other Community Forums, to the Leicestershire Together Forum (with a range of representatives from various community groups and organisations) and the Leicestershire County Council’s Citizen’s Panel in January 2009.  In total approximately 850 people have been directly engaged in this exercise.
